	Name of Teaching Tool
	Diagnostics

	Best Used For
	Generating interest in a topic; encouraging active inquiry; organizing learning toward a goal

	How to do it
	Prior to beginning a new topic, present a “case” based on the topic that can only be solved with information from the topic.

Just before ending the topic, review the case and see if the students can now solve the puzzle.
A simpler version of this activity is to provide a crossword puzzle that can only be solved as the students learn new terminology.

	Advantages
	Activity is low risk. Piques curiosity and engages students in content. Illustrates real-world applications of content being covered.

	Possible disadvantages
	Takes time.
