	Learning Jigsaw

	Best Used For
	Topics that can be divided into 4 steps or sections

	How to do it
	Put the students into HOME groups of 4; have students number off 1 through 4; have all students with same number from all groups congregate in CORNER groups and complete their portion of the topic together; corner group members collect sufficient handouts for all members of their home team; students re-form into HOME groups and teach/present to each other what they learned in their corner groups, distributing handouts

	Advantages
	Students learn what they must teach; repetition reinforces learning; interactive, lively, fun, student-centred

	Possible disadvantages
	Takes time; Students may teach the material wrongly—be sure handouts are thorough, clear, accurate. Circulate during home group activity, clarifying if needed. Allow time to clarify, answer questions with whole group.
