	Best Used For
	All questioning during classes

	How to do it
	Present the question.  Invite students to silently prepare an answer for 1-2 minutes, then turn to one or several people nearby to compare answers for 1-2 minutes.  Then, seek answers from various groupings, invite groups to vote on the answer etc. 

	Advantages
	All students participate, and activity is low risk. Gives thinking time. Much more likely to elicit answers than individual questioning.

	Possible disadvantages
	Takes slightly more time, but advantage of involving more students outweighs this. Does not allow teacher to judge individual student knowledge (try clicker response systems if this is important)
