What are the Experiential teaching methods?
Note: experiential teaching methods are necessary for the development of affective and psychomotor skills 

Field/clinical 

· provides real-life experience 

· less controllable 

· student completes tasks while being observed and/or reports back and receives feedback late 

· evaluations more difficult, may be more subjective 

· requires much planning 

Laboratory 

· hands-on practice 

· more controlled by teacher 

· useful for upper level cognitive, affective, psychomotor 

· necessary when field is impossible for practical or safety reasons 

· evaluation may be difficult 

· requires much advance planning 

Role-playing 

· useful for interpersonal skills or upper cognitive levels 

· allows practice in lower-threat environment 

· may be difficult to simulate real situations 

· difficult to evaluate 

Simulations/games 

· facilitates practice in all domains 

· requires well-structured materials 

· immediate feedback; highly interactive 

Drill 

· repetitions of tasks to build automatic response 

· useful for psychomotor and lower cognitive domains
