What are the Individualized teaching methods?
Programmed instruction 

· small, sequential steps using structured materials 

· information—questions—feedback—further information 

· useful only for lower levels of knowledge 

· very structured 

· immediate feedback 

· self-timed 

Modularized instruction/independent study 

· independent use of resources (texts, audio-visual) 

· practice and feedback at end of each module 

· allows for individual speeds of learning 

· time-consuming to produce, but reduces teacher time later 

· requires students to be highly motivated and able to work independently 

· may be used at all cognitive and affective levels 

Computerized instruction 

· ranges from automated programmed instruction to sophisticated simulations, games, interactive programs 

· immediate feedback, infinite repetitions, allows independent work 

· may cause anxiety in technophobes 

· expensive, time consuming to produce 

· may not be available to meet specific needs
