What are the Interactive teaching methods?
Class discussion 

· whole group participates 

· teacher leads, coaches 

· effective for upper level cognitive domain 

· class size must be small 

· may cause student anxiety 

· can be time-consuming 

Discussion groups 

· used for larger groups 

· reduces anxiety 

· groups may be structured for homogeneity or diversity 

· useful for cognitive and affective domains 
· teacher must circulate to keep groups on task and structure reporting/product to ensure effective use of time 

Group projects 

· teacher as consultant/manager of process 

· useful for higher levels of learning 

· encourages generic interpersonal, negotiation, teamwork skills 

· evaluation can be difficult 

Peer teaching 

· useful when great variance in levels of learning 

· those who have mastered skill coach others 

· must ensure peer teachers are teaching material accurately and are competent instructors 

· can be used to master components of a task
