What are the Teacher-centred teaching methods?
Lecture 

· one instructor:audience 

· efficient, especially for large groups 

· effective for lower-level learning 

· students are passive 

· may provide foundational information preceding other methods 

  

Questioning 

· “Socratic” discovery method leads students to progress to correct answer 

· may be combined with lecture or other methods 

· monitors learning, involves students 

· useful as supplementary method, but rarely used as only method 

· can cause student anxiety 

· can be time consuming 

Demonstration 

· useful for psychomotor skills or processes 

· addresses higher-order cognitive skills 

· usually preceded by lecture and followed by practice 

· opaque projectors facilitate demo to large numbers
